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Administrative Reports of Mayor and Administrator

Felter said that he would like to thank Elam for all his work over the past 11
years. Elam has accomplished numerous projects for the town, including utility projects,
Turf fields, road projects, and the Lake Swannanoa project. Felter said Elam has
worked hard to save the town money and provide quality work. Felter said that they are
extremely proud of his service. Felter wished Elam well on achieving his second Star.

Felter commented that Superintendent Joe Kramer has retired. The Council and
Administration has enjoyed a good working relationship with Kramer and the Board of
Education. Felter said that the town looks forward to working with the Board of
Education and the new Superintendent.

Felter thanked the Council for all the work and cooperation over the past year.
Felter wished everyone a Happy and Prosperous New Year.

Leach said that he would like thank the Council and Clerk’s Office for working
with the Administration throughout the year.

Leach thanked Elam for all the work and projects that they completed over the
years.

Leach advised the Council that the draft Budget will be presented to the Council
at the January 6 Reorganization meeting.

New Business
* Annual Assessment Maintenance Program
Hopkins presented a report detailing the 2015 tax appeal season and the 2015
reassessment. Hopkins said that 2015 saw an increase in ratables of $32,000.000.
There were 70 appeals for a total of $29,000,000 under appeal and $825,000 was lost
with $22,000 lost in taxes.

Hopkins spoke about the cost savings realized by the Annual Maintenance
Program. The County Budget increased by $16,000,000 over a 6 year period, however,
Jefferson Township’s County Apportionment has decreased by $952,000. The annual
library funding has also been reduced by $196,000. For 2015, Jefferson is saving
$1,149,030 in County and Library taxes compared to 2009.

The Annual Reassessment guarantees that Jefferson will never need to perform
a revaluation again. A part time inspector has been hired. Hopkins said that the town
has gained an increase in assessment above and beyond our added assessment of
$6,000,000. Hopkins said that equates to $166,000 in revenue from tracking old
permits and from seeing work that was done and never permitted.

Yocum thanked Hopkins for his determination. Yocum said that Hopkins had an
innovative idea that he presented several times and the Council has been behind him
and supported him. It has worked remarkably well in the best interests of the Township.
