Public Hearing Upon Adoption for Ordinances on Second Reading and

Final Hearing:
Ordinance  #14-11: AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING A
REDEVELOPMENT PLAN FOR CERTAIN PROPERTIES LOCATED
ALONG ROUTE 15 IN THE TOWNSHIP OF JEFFERSON, AND
AMENDING ORDINANCE NUMBER 10-09, ESTABLISHING THE
REDEVELOPMENT AREA-3 ZONING DISTRICT (RA-3), BY ADDING
THE PROPERTIES INCLUDED IN THIS ORDINANCE TO THE RA-3
ZONE. CHAPTER 490 OF THE LAND DEVELOPMENT CODE OF THE
TOWNSHIP OF JEFFERSON IS AMENDED TO INCLUDE THE
PROPERTIES IN THIS ORDINANCE IN THE RA-3 ZONE; AND
AMENDING CHAPTER 490-8, THE ZONING MAP.

Yocum opened the meeting up to the public for questions or comments specific
to proposed Ordinance 14-11.

Angelo Padinostro came forward on behalf of KANT Associates, the owners of
Lots 10 and 10.01, Block 272. Padinostro said KANT Associates was unaware of the
redevelopment area and is requesting inclusion in the redevelopment ordinance.
Padinostro said that upon review of the ordinances and the Redevelopment Report,
they feel the characteristics of the other properties within the redevelopment area are
similar to those of Lots 10 and 10.01 in Block 272.

Yocum commented that this is not the first venture with redevelopment and after
the first round, it was discovered that there were other properties that perhaps should
have been and eventually were included in the redevelopment plan. Yocum said he is
familiar with the properties that Padinostro is speaking about, however, if the Council
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moves forward this evening, in the future, additional properties can be included in the
redevelopment area. Felter said that he would ask that this move forward and an
amendment be done in the future. Padinostro said their only concern is the timeframe
because there has been a 2 year gap. Padinostro asked if the process could be
expedited. Leach explained that there is a process to be followed and it does take a few
months.

Yocum closed the public portion of the meeting.

Council Reports

Sanchelli reported on the tremendous cooperation within the core emergency
response units of the Police, Fire, DPW and Administration during the dangerous and
costly storm. Sanchelli said that Mangold and the entire staff were very well organized.
Sanchelli commented that the County could not clean up the downed trees on Berkshire
Valley Road until the electrical wires are cleared by the power company.

Merz agreed that the Township’s Emergency Services were well prepared. Merz
commented on the difficulty in communicating the information on emergency showering
facilities to the residents because of the lack of electricity. Felter said that there is an
OEM meeting planned next week to review procedures. Felter said that in the future the
697-1500 number may be manned as a resource for information.

Birmingham commented on all the work that was done in preparation for the
storm, during and after. Birmingham said that he heard that the evacuation in Shawnee
was very orderly and the Fire Department was a tremendous asset.

Birmingham commented that the Energy Audit was very informative and drew
the conclusion that more than $25,000 a year in electrical power can be saved. The
payback period would only be about 14 months.

Yocum commented that he and Birmingham were speaking briefly prior to the
meeting about single stream recycling that is now taking place at the County. Yocum
asked Felter if he can check on this option for the October meeting.

Yocum asked if there are additional dumpsters at the recycling center to handle
items from the storm. Felter said that the garbage hauler has been contacted and the
recycling center has been opened for brush every day.

Birmingham said that on September 30 and October 1 there is an Open House
at the Mine Hill Recycling Facility and the Clerk’s Office will be placing a poster in the
lobby with information.

Birmingham commented that the Milton Methodist Church is having a 9/11
Ceremony at 4:00 p.m.

Dunham reported that he was able to meet with Senator Joseph Pennachio
when he visited Jefferson on August 11. Dunham said he was able to attend a couple
of the OEM meetings. Dunham said he feels OEM Director, Ed Mangold, should
receive some type of recognition. Dunham commented on the absolute cooperation
between all the Emergency Services in town. Dunham said thanks should go to the
Administration, the County and the DPW for getting the roads open. Dunham thanked
the Fire Departments for all the pump outs that were done. Dunham said the
dispatchers did a terrific job.
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Administrative Reports of Mayor and Administrator

Felter provided the Council with a Hurricane Irene Recap. Felter reported that
the availability of showers for residents was advertised by radio on WSUS, newspaper,
website, switchboard and the school’s instant alert system. Felter thanked Chief Craig,
Deputy Chief Craig, Ed Mangold, Andy Schmidt and Mickey DelLoreto. Felter thanked
Councilman Sanchelli for bringing help from the County. Felter thanked Councilman
Dunham for his help with JCP&L. Felter said that the residents were very cooperative
and patient.

Leach explained that over the years a table of organization was developed for
the Police Department. At one point, the Department was up to 39 officers. Since that
time 3 officers have left and now an officer has transferred in from Sparta which leaves
the Department at 37. Father Muldoon is a Chaplain which is an unpaid position. Leach
commented that the Sheriff's Department has greatly cut back and that impacts the
Township’s Department with regard to transporting prisoners. Another Special Officer
has just been hired to cut down on Court security overtime.

Yocum asked Leach for a status on the Berkshire Valley Road natural gas tie in.
Leach said he will check on that tomorrow.
